Transportation

Airports. MHR is served by O’Hare International and Midway Airports. O’Hare is approximately 20 miles northeast and Midway is
approximately 20 miles southeast of Lisle (Lisle is 25 miles west of downtown Chicago).

To save on transportation costs to and from the airports, we suggest investigating the costs for all possible modes of transportation and
to share a ride whenever possible.

e  Shuttle Service

Continental Airport Express provides airport shuttle service. Reservations made at least one day in advance are required for
service to the Marriott Hickory Ridge. From O'Hare, shuttles depart O’Hare every 10-15 minutes. Airport Express counters are
by Door 1E and Door 3E across from baggage claim on the Baggage Claim level; loading zones for boarding are just outside
these doors. From Midway, shuttles depart every 15 minutes. The Midway Airport Express counter and loading zone for
boarding is located at Door 3, lower level across from baggage claim. Cost is approximately $33.00 per person ($58.00 round
trip) for 0’Hare and approximately $30.00 per person ($52.00 round trip) for Midway. Continental Airport Express will also
arrange exclusive transportation service for groups. Special fares are available for children, pairs, and groups of three or
more. Contact them at 888-2THEVAN (888-284-3826) or <www.airportexpress.com> for more information. Discount
coupons for $2.00 off are available from the Continental Air Express Web site.

Please note that the shuttles stop at other hotels en route to and from the airports. Also, because of increased airport check-
in times, it is recommended that you schedule your return trip to the airport from your hotel at least one day prior to your
airline departure.

e Limousine Service

Limousine services are available to and from both airports and may be less expensive than taxis. Costs per person are
approximately $30.00-35.00 from 0’Hare and $40.00-45.00 from Midway with lower rates for each additional person
(typically for a maximum of eight people). Make advanced reservations at least one day ahead of travel.

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Taxi Cabs

If you would like to take a cab from the airport to MHR, we recommend calling American Taxi Service to arrange a pick-up.
(We do not recommend using American Cab.) Make advanced reservations at least one day ahead of travel. Estimate
$30.00-35.00 to or from O’Hare or Midway. Contact American Taxi Service at (847) 255-9614.

Important Note: Avoid taking curbside taxis as most regular cabs will charge $100 or more for the trip.

Trains. Metra is the commuter rail system that runs to and from downtown Chicago and its surrounding areas.

By Auto.

The MHR is served by the Metra Burlington Northern Santa Fe (BNSF) Railway Line, with trains leaving from Chicago Union
Station (Canal St., between Adams and Jackson Blvd.). The closest stop to MHR is the Lisle Station, approximately 2 miles
from the hotel. The one-way fare from Chicago Union Station to Lisle is $3.90. Tickets may be purchased at the station or on
the train (Note: A service fee of $2.00 will be added to the fare for purchasing a ticket on the train if a station sales clerk is on
duty at the time of boarding). For other fare information and schedules, contact Metra at (312) 322-6777 or

MHR offers complimentary shuttle service to and from the train station. Guests can make shuttle reservations by calling the
hotel directly at (630) 971-5000. Reservations are given on a first-come/first-served basis. Shuttle service starts at 6:30 a.m.
and ends at 10:00 p.m. Note: The MHR shuttle is unavailable from 7:30 a.m. - 8:30 a.m. and from 4:30 p.m. - 5:45 p.m.

From O’Hare Airport: Take |-294 South to I-88 West to Route 53 South. Turn right on Summerhill Drive. Follow the signs to the
Marriott Hickory Ridge.

From Midway Airport: Take IL 171 heading West. Follow signs to I-55 heading Southwest. Take exit 274 toward IL-83 Kingery
Road heading North. Left on 75th, right on IL-53, left on Summerhill Drive. Follow the signs to Marriott Hickory Ridge.

From 290: Head West on I-290 West. Continue onto |-88 West at exit 15A. Bear right onto off-ramp to IL-53. Turn right onto
Summerhill Drive. Follow the signs to the Marriott Hickory Ridge.

From I-88: Take the Exit for Route 53 South. Follow Route 53 to the second stoplight past Maple Avenue and turn right onto
Summerhill Drive. Follow the signs to the Marriott Hickory Ridge.

From I-55: Take the Exit for Route 53 North. Proceed to the second stoplight past Hobson Road and turn left onto Summerhill
Drive. Follow the signs to the Marriott Hickory Ridge.
