Voluntary Resignation of Accreditation

Effective: December 31, 2025

Northland College in Ashland, Wisconsin, voluntarily resigned its accreditation with the Higher
Learning Commission, effective December 31, 2025.

The institution’s status as an HLC accredited institution will change to the status of “inactive,” meaning
that the institution is no longer accredited, on the effective date above.

In most cases, other colleges and universities will continue to accept credits earned from the institution
prior to the effective date noted above in transfer or for admission to a higher degree program. All
colleges and universities define their own transfer and admission policies. Students interested in
pursuing a higher degree or transferring should contact the college or university they plan to attend so
that they are knowledgeable about the admission and transfer policies for that college.

The institution is in the process of establishing Teach-Out Agreements. Information on transfer, teach-
out options, and other items will be posted when it is available.

Student transcripts are anticipated to be available for online ordering through the National Student
Clearinghouse through the cessation of the institution’s operations. The institution anticipates that
student transcripts will be transferred to the Wisconsin Association of Independent Colleges and
Universities (WAICU) data depository.

Students with federal loans may be eligible to pursue a closed-school student-loan discharge.

To provide transparency for all stakeholders, HLC publishes a Directory of Institutions on its website. The
directory includes information about a college or university's accreditation status and history with HLC.
